Rules: Teacher introduces a picture, object, poem, scripture, or saying.
Teacher prompts conversation with a question like “what is he saying?” or “what
are we seeing?”
Unlike regular classroom time, students do not need to raise hands, but must learn
to look at each other, see who plans to speak, allow others to take turns.
Follow up with: “Does anyone see/remember anything else?”
Follow up: “What is the author/artist showing us?” Allow conversation.
Follow up: “Does this remind you of anything in your life?” Allow conversation.
Follow up: “Do you like this picture/poem?” Why/why not?
Final: What was the author/artist name? The name of the work? Kind of work?
The maximum score for each category is 5.
